feA™:- Recommendations of Cabinet Sub-Committee for streamlining and

strengthening the working of the Department of Welfare and to review the
schemes falling under Special Component Plan.
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“The memorandum dated 17-2-1994 of the Department of Welfare was discussed

and it was decided as under:-

(1)  The work of formulation, monitoring and evaluation of schemes under the
Special Component Plan and also Special Central Assistance for schemes for
welfare of Scheduled Castes be transferred from the Planning Department to
the Welfare Department. For this purpose, a cell with the following staff, to
begin with, may be established:-

(@)  Director who would be given ex-officio
Secretariat Status

(b) Research Officer 2

() Technical Assistants 2



The above staff may be transferred from the Planning Department.
Supporting staff, if any, may be separate got sanctioned from the Finance

Department.

For strengthening the field machinery, suitable accounts staff may be
provided by creating new posts.

In regard to restructuring of the department, a special evaluating may be
carried out by the Department of Evaluation. The Department of Evaluation
would give its recommendations within a period of three months.

In regard to additional expenditure on revision of norms income limits and
inclusion of new schemes, the financial implications would have to be
worked out in detail for approval by the Departments of Planning and
Finance. The additional funds required could be provided by suitable
diversion from other sectoral allocations or otherwise during a mid-term
review.

An allocation of Rs.1.00 crore for the repair of Scheduled Caste Dharamsalas
may be provided for the Annual Plan 1994-95. Out of the existing provision of
Rs.2.00 crore and remaining Rs.1.00 crore be spent on the construction of new
Dharamsalas.

In respect of Centrally-sponsored Schemes, the revised norms recommended
by the Sub-Committee may be forwarded to the Government of India for
their concurrence.

The revision of norms under the schemes being implemented by Scheduled
Castes and Finance Corporation is approved.

An additional outlay of Rs.50.00 lakhs for the development of manure-pits
and another additional outlay of Rs.50.00 lakhs for the Basti Sudhar Schemes
may be provided.

Provision of lady workers and helpers on fixed salary on Anganwari pattern

for running 55 creches of Safai Mazdoors’children is also approved.
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
